COURSE:   Personnel Security Detail Course (TIER I - II)   

(20 -27 October 2008. Course will be held at the SOTT - I/Pointblank 
Midwest Training Center, Jackson Missouri)  

 
PURPOSE:  To teach selected pe rsonnel the skills required to conduct the planning 
and execution of personal security detail operations in low -high risk environments. 
Areas covered will include but not be limited to;

Close Protection Detail Training and Drills          PSD Driving   
CQB (Close Quarters Battle)            Advance Operations

PRE - REQUISITES:  This course is designed as training directed towards the 
workings of the protection detail with emphasis upon the skills necessary to operate 
as a PSD Team Member.   Attendees should capable of passing a criminal background 
check  in order to attend the training program . 
 
SPECIAL INFORMATION:  This course is performance -oriented training conducted 
in a high - risk environment. To successfully complete the course a student must 
progress through increasingly difficult training requirements. Testing will involve 
performance orien ted Òhands -onÓ application of the skills learned. Attendees should 
be in TOP  physical condition and are required  to pass a PT test the first day of 
training.   
 
CLASS SIZE :   The course is limited to 24 personnel and will fill quickly.  Attendance 
by elemen t or team is highly recommended but not required.  Tuition is $650.00 per 
student.

From Interstate 55 take Exit #96 and travel east on William Street approximately 
1/8 of a mile.  Holiday Inn will be located on the south s ide of William Street behind 
Olive Garden.

Driving Directions to Point Blank/SOTT - I Midwest Training Center:   From I -
55  take the Fruitland Exit (#105) and head north on Highway 61. Travel north on 
Highway 61 until you reach Highway 17 7.  Travel east on Highway 177 until you 
reach Route V.  Travel south on Route V until you come to the intersection of Route 
V and Route Y.  Make a left and cross a bridge traveling east on Route V through 
Oriole, Missouri.  Keep traveling east on Route V past Oriole approximately 1 mile, 
and you will start up a large hill.  At the top of the hill there are two county roads 
directly across from one another.  Turn right / south onto County Road 612 and 
travel approximately 0.7 miles.  You will see a sign (PO INT BLANK TRAINING 
CENTER) and the Large Tan Building is the classroom / office.
